#1: BS — “Used for All Dimensions”

The Standard/ Basic/ BS Default SetUp Can be seen below in the 6 images:
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#2 : *Starting with BS’ — “Angular”, “Diameter”, “Leader”, “Ordinate”, “Radial”.

There are two separate Radius Styles (e.g. DIM2)
There are two separate Diameter Styles (e.g. DIM3)
There are two separate Linear Styles (e.g. DIM4)

Precision can be changed on a Dimension per
Dimension basis, and does not require a new Style to
be made.

To adjust Precision:

Left Click to select the Dimension, then Right Click
on the Dimension and go to “Precision”.
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
